Annual Scholarship
Policy

John C. Campbell &
Arrowmont

It is proposed starting in 2018 that
the following should be the
Scholarship Policy for SMWTS:

In an effort to provide club members
with an educational opportunity at
our nearby Arts and Crafts Schools
(John C. Campbell and Arrowmont),
and to locally support such
institutions, the SMWTS Board of
Directors have solicited tuition-only
class scholarships in the past and will
continue to do so in the future.
Historically the Board has budgeted
for two tuition-only Club
scholarships in the event we were
unsuccessful in obtaining donated
Schoolscholarships. What this
means is that on any given year the
club may have as many as four (two
to each school) tuition-only
scholarships, that are raffled off.

1. The President of SMWTS will
contact both John C.
Campbell and Arrowmont
schools to see if they will
provide a tuition-only School
certificate for the club to
raffle off. If they agree
certificates will be sent late
fall of that year.

2. The SMWTS Treasurer will
be the holder of those
certificates.

3. The SMWTS Board of
Directors will determine,
each year, to fund Club
Scholarships, tuition only,
for each school.

meeting a raffle will be held
for all scholarships, with
raffle tickets costing $2.00
each. Two tickets (one for
John C. Campbell and one
for Arrowmont) will be
drawn at the end of the
business portion of the
monthly meeting. Winning
tickets will go into a pool for
the grand prize Scholarship
drawing to be held at the
December meeting.

At the December SMWTS
meeting, Scholarship
winners will be picked from
the 12 monthly winners.
Winners of the Scholarships
must accept or refuse the
scholarships at the annual
meeting. If a scholarshipis
refused another name may
be drawn from the finalists
pool.

Winners of the Club
Scholarships will choose the
class they wish to attend,
and be responsible for
paying all costs to the
school. Tuition costs for
their class will be reimbursed
up to but not exceeding the
budgeted amount, by the
SMWTS Club Treasurer.
Winners of the School
Scholarships will be given
the school certificate which
they will redeem with that
school, after registering for a
class, and be responsible for
all other cost incurred at the
schools.

Shop Safety

IT ONLY TAKES A SECOND !

Accidents only take a second to
occur.

Not paying attention,absent in
thought, taking a shortcut, not
following common SAFETY
PRACTICES, can each result
quickly in an accident.

Although the accident can occur
quickly, the resulting injury to you
can be permanent. Damage to
equipment can be expensive.

Take a minute each and every
time you enter your shop to
review the basic safety practices
for what you are going to do.
Review these for the machines
and tools you will be using.

Review the safe way to handle
and perform each task before you
begin each one.

Be aware of the placement of your
hands, your face position, your
whole body position, in
conjunction with your operation.

With the cold weather this time of
year, watch loose clothing, long
long sleeves etc. that you might
be wearing.

Wear the proper safety protective
equipment. Face mask, hearing
protection, dust protection.

Make sure your material is safely
held in place. After startup, stop

the lathe and check to see that
the material has remained secure.
Also check to see that the
material is still safe to use. Cracks
can appear that were not seen
when the project started.

Whether you are using a chuck or
a face plate, use the tail stock
until it is safe to remove it.
